U3A NATIONAL CLIMATE REALITY PROJECT

98 participants from U3A branches all over UK
on 23" March, including Church Stretton
branch, participated in a zoom meeting.

42 recommendations on ‘What we can do’
was the official output of the session and
fitted into three categories:

1. Conservations; Reducing Energy
Consumption: A guiding principle in all
our consumption behaviour. 19 actions for
lower bills and increased comfort.

2. Lobbying, Getting Connected and
Informed: More challenging as you will
need to ‘speak truth to power’. 4 actions

3. Changing behaviour: Some suggestions
are very challenging and tend to focus on
travel, home efficiency & diet. 19 actions
